NEW ADDRESS: 



 One of our small churches in the interior of 
Paraguay is enthusiastically preparing to start 
the BMS-supported pre-school education 
programme, PEPE. The missionary educators 
are getting things ready, sandpapering old 
tables, mending and shortening the legs of 
chairs.  

They let the community know: “The PEPE 
will be opening on the 20th”. Many of the 
parents are wary: “What are these 
evangelicals wanting with our children? 
Nobody does things for us – why should they 
be any different?”  

Angela, the PEPE missionary educator, 
glancing through the half open 
door, saw a whole band of 
children with dirty faces.  

One caught her attention – a 
thin, little, dark-skinned boy with 
bare feet on the dirt floor of the 
shack, smudgy face and messy 
hair, wearing a T-shirt full of 
holes. As she smiled at him, he 
hid behind his mother’s skirt.  

“What’s his name?”  
“Juancito,” his mother, Mariela, 

answered. “He’s six and he’s 
never been to school, but every 
day he picks up this little plastic 
bag he found outside the supermarket and 
says to me, ‘Mummy, I am going to school 
now’”. Her eyes were filling with tears.  
“Well, then, you can start to send him to the 
PEPE.”  

 
 “You aren’t understanding, lady. He’s got no 
clothes or shoes to go to any school.”  
“Let’s make a deal,” Angela insisted. “I’ll find 

some clothes and a pair of trainers 
for Juancito and you send him to 
PEPE.”  
“Lady, it’s very kind, but we don’t 
have money for school materials 
he’ll need.”  
“Don’t worry, at PEPE you don’t 
have to bring anything.”  
Angela left with a prayer in her 
heart to Jesus that he would help 
them make a difference in the life 
of Juancito’s family, including a job 
for Mariela’s husband, Señor 
Cristobel Gonzales.  
As the days passed, Juancito’s 

dirty face became cleaner and after four 
months a job appeared for his dad. Today 
Señor Gonzales is part of the family of God.  
Juancito is just one life amongst the 9,000 
who have benefited in 2010 by the PEPE 
programme in 16 countries across the world.

Daphne Sharp was invited to April’s Coffee Morning to tell us about he 
support for sufferers from Alzheimer’s disease. She began with a brief, but 
moving, account of how some years ago her brother was diagnosed with 
Alzheimer’s at the age of 56. Daphne knew nothing then about this form of 
dementia. Caring for her brother at home and then visiting him in hospital, 
led to her gradually becoming knowledgeable about Alzheimer’s. She 
became project leader and chief fundraiser for creating a Sensory Garden 
and then a Sensory Room at St George’s Hospital for the benefit of 
dementia patients. 
After her brother died, Daphne and Elaine Dunlop, who also had also lost a 
loved one with Alzheimer’s, turned their attention to helping carers as well 
as sufferers. Together they began a new project, a Monthly Alzheimer’s 
Support Evening (MASE). There are now three venues, the nearest to 
Stafford is Haughton Village Hall. The aim is to provide social support and 
information for people with dementia, their carers, family and friends. During 
the evening there will be food and entertainment, opportunities to get 
information and talk to professionals and volunteers. There is no charge 
and free transport is available. The money raised at the Coffee Morning will 
help to support these evenings.

The chosen charity for support from May’s Coffee Morning was Save the 
Children. This is a charity that works worldwide. The family at 20a Lichfield 
Road, who host 1st Tuesday, have themselves been involved with fund 
raising for Save the Children for over 30 years. 
Rhoda gave us up to date information on some current projects. One in 
particular involves providing vaccination against pneumonia, which is the 
biggest killer of children in the world. She described how, to so many 
parents, the possible death of their child is a daily reality. Eight million 
children under the age of five die each year from diseases, which we, in this 
country, know how to treat. 
Rhoda pointed out that it is a common feeling, that when we give money to 
a charity, it seems to us that it is not enough to make a real impact. 
However, when comparatively small amounts are added together, then 
much can be achieved. According to the costings provided by Save the 
Children, the amount of money raised by this Coffee Morning, together with 
some donations, is sufficient to pay for 1184 young children to be 
vaccinated against pneumonia. What a wonderful result!

When buying things  always ask 
what the “second price” is. Never 
accept the first price which usually 
acts as a guide for where the vendor 
wants to start the bartering.  
 
Organise your franc notes  in 
groups of ten, with the tenth note 
enveloped around the other nine. 
This is the convention for counting 
money and shopkeepers are very 
speedy at counting a clump of 
money with just one hand! 
 
When driving past animals in the 
road  always pass behind cows as 
they often start walking or running 
forward as a vehicle approaches. 
Never pass between a ewe and her 
lamb – the lamb will bolt towards its 
mother at the last moment. Don’t 
worry about goats; they are sensible 
and will just run away. If you do hit 

an animal, Guinean law says it is the 
fault of the animal’s owner and they 
are liable to pay for damages. (Good 
luck in trying to track down the 
owner!) 
 
When asking about family 
members , be prepared to 
concentrate hard. It is always polite 
and necessary to ask about the 
children someone has; however you 
will often receive the reply: “My first 
(child) is in the seventh (school 
year), my second in the fifth, my 
third in the fourth and my fourth and 
fifth in the second”. One can 
become quite overwhelmed! 
 
A suitable gift  when visiting people 
is firewood. You can buy it in 
bundles from the side of the road.  
 
To indicate you have finished 
your meal  say “thank you” to 
everyone present, even those who 
haven’t provided the meal. In this 
way, you are stating you are full and 
that the meal has passed off well.

300 lives transformed in three days               

We were told that BMS Action 
Teams would give us many new 
experiences but, when we found 
ourselves lying facedown on muddy 
grass in the pouring rain in a remote 
town in northern Brazil, we had to 
admit that it was not quite what we 
had expected. 
 
We were taking part in a mission 
trip – a collaboration between the 
youth at several different churches 
in the city of São Luis, Maranhão, 
where about 100 passionate, God-
seeking young people took over a 
tiny, isolated town called Matões for 
four days aiming to bring Jesus to 
the people there. 
 
Distant  
Matões is a ‘drive-through’ town; just 
a couple of roads and dirt tracks 
bordered by mud and brick houses, 
which quickly give way to an 
expanse of empty shrubland and 
distant palm trees, hours away from 
the nearest city. 
 
It is a place with many problems – 

health, poverty, sanitation and 
education to name a few. It is the 
type of place where you can’t really 
imagine anything happening.  
 
Blazing  
Yet in early January, the town was 
full of Christians walking through the 
streets visiting homes, evangelising, 
playing worship music, performing 
plays, running children’s Bible clubs, 
driving around with loud speakers 
blazing and generally creating an 
atmosphere of change. 
  
We found ourselves sleeping on a 
hard, tiled floor in an empty school, 
waking up to freezing cold bucket 
showers at  5.00am, devotions at 
6.00 and out onto the streets at 
7.00, followed by an action-packed 
day of meeting local people and 
attempting to share the Good News 
with them. 
 
It was an incredible encouragement 
to see how this affected the 
inhabitants of the town. We visited 
many homes, asking the families

questions about faith and leading 
Bible studies. 
 
Blown away  
We were amazed by how receptive 
people were, listening to what we 
had to say and giving their views, 
which often ended with people being 
blown away by the gospel and 
committing their lives to Christ. 
 
To see God work so powerfully in 
the town, changing and transforming 
the hearts of the people we met in 
spite of their difficulties, was a 
dynamic testament of God’s love 
and his ability to save. It reminded 
us how all things are possible with 
God. 
 
In the course of three days, over 
300 children and adults gave their 
lives to Jesus. Praise God! 
 
Moving  
In the evenings there were different 
events in the streets; people just sat 
outside their homes and watched as 
a hundred singing, dancing, 
dressed-up youth praising God and 
lifting the town up in prayer walked 
past. Loud and ecstatic worship 
events were held, in which we often 
found ourselves participating in 
powerful, moving dramas. 
 
So it was that on the last night, in 
spite of the monsoon rain that had 
been pouring down and turning the 

dust into mud all afternoon, we 
found ourselves lying face-down 
ready to perform our last drama. 
  
Afterwards when we were praying 
we were all just struck again by the 
incredible motivation and passion of 
the youth here who, despite their 
exhaustion, had been so eager to 
bring people to Jesus. And it had a 
powerful impact. 
 
The BMS Brazil Maranhão Action 
Team is Tim Glover, Sophie Bryant 
and Ben Sheldon. The trio have 
been working with local Christians 
on social action projects in Brazil 
since October 2010 and returned to 
the UK in March to embark on a 
two-month tour of churches and 
schools.

Nanjing’s skyline is alive with colour. 
Flashing neon signs light up the 
night sky. Big names such as H&M, 
Starbucks and McDonalds line the 
city’s streets. You could be 
anywhere in the world. But you’re in 
Jiangsu, China. 
 
Just over 30 years ago, the Bible 
was banned in China. Churches 
were closed. It was a terrifying time 
for many Christians. Today, things 
have changed. And though people 
don’t have the religious freedom that 
we do in the UK, most of China’s 
teenagers go to church and read 
their Bibles without any problem. 
 
Churches are booming. Six services 
are held each weekend at Nanjing’s 
St Paul’s Church to accommodate 
its 5,000-strong congregation – 
including some 300 teenagers. 
 
Student Cindy, 18, is one of them. 
She’s hoping to read Business 
Studies in the USA. The world-
renowned MIT is her first choice. 
 
But every Wednesday evening she 
puts down her books and heads to a 
class that teaches English and the 
Bible simultaneously. And it’s here 
that she became a Christian. 
 
‘I wanted to believe in Jesus, but I 
had lots of questions,’ she says. ‘I 
asked so many questions, but that 
way I came up with the truth.’ 

Cindy is 
quite clear 
about what 
attracted her 
to 
Christianity, 
‘It was the 
love,’ she 
says. 
Individual 
acts of 
kindness, 
the warmth 
and 
welcome of the congregation, all 
gave Cindy a sense of belonging. 
 
‘Christianity is a positive thing [in 
China] now,’ she says. ‘It’s much 
more accepted in young people than 
before, but there are still students 
that are aggressive about 
Christianity, so they can’t see 
Jesus.’
